Jeronimas Kaèinskas (composer and conductor)
The musician’s personality had been completely developed in the pre-war period. He was strongly influ-

enced not only by the Lithuanian musical tendencies, but also by the quests of foreign composers, particularly from 
Czech, the capital of which had become his Alma mater. The path of his life had been winding far from Viduklë, 
where he was born through the suburbs of Moscow, then to Kurðënai, Papilë, Vieksniai, Klaipëda, Kaunas, Prague, 
Paris, London, Warsaw, Vilnius, the refugee camps in Germany and the cities of the USA…Jeronimas stayed lon-
ger in Boston, where he had realized some of his long cherished creative dreams, and established contacts with the 
Lithuanian musicians. He had tried almost all musical genres. The Lithuanian Opera theatre in Chicago staged 
his opera “The Black Vessel” in 1996.  At the same time his vocal and instrumental opuses were performed on the 
best stages worldwide. In 1991 and 1992 J.Kaèinskas visited Lithuania and was presented with the Lithuanian 
National culture and art reward. He was conferred the name of the Honorable citizen of Klaipëda city, as well 
as the Honorable member of “Aukuras” chorus association and the Honorable Professor of the Arts department 
of Klaipëda University. The 2nd musical school in Klaipeda now bears his name, too. In 1997 the musicologist 
Danutë Petrauskaitë compiled the 536-page book “Jeronimas Kaèinskas”, which covers in full his creative life 
– the whole epoch in the Lithuanian musical culture. His works and musical activities have been also highly ap-
preciated in the USA. In 1982 the Culture Council by the Lithuanian Community in the USA presented him 
with the special Musical reward. In 2003 he was announced the Honorable member of the Lithuanian Musical 
Association of North America.

Died in Boston, on September 15, 2005.

Lina Þilinskyte was born in Lithuania and initially studied pianoforte and harpsichord at the Music 

Academy in Vilnius. After winning scholarships she took part in master classes in England, Germany, Austria, 
Czech Republic and France. In 1995 she was awarded a diploma with „Honourable Mention” at the International 
Harpsichord Competition, Bruges (Belgium). From 1997 Lina Þilinskyte studied with Prof. Ketil Haugsand at 
the Hochschule für Musik in Cologne. She returned there in October 2000 to give her final post-graduate recital 
(Konzertexamen). She has worked as a soloist and continuo player in several European countries, most recently in 
England, Germany, Portugal, Holland and Italy in a regular duo with Nigel Rogers.

Nigel Rogers pioneered the new approach to vocal style in Baroque 
music at the same time that instrumentalists and conductors were rediscovering 
it through the use of original instruments. He has for many years been regarded worldwide as a principal exponent 
of the Baroque style of singing. With many recordings and prizes to his credit Nigel Rogers is a singer valued not 
only for Baroque music but also for Classical and Romantic music, which he also prefers to perform with original 
instruments. He has recorded for Archiv (DGG), Telefunken, EMI, EMI-Electrola, Vanguard, Chandos, Philips, 
Nonesuch and Virgin Classics, among others. He appeared on the stage in many Baroque opera productions from 
Monteverdi to Händel, in a number of countries, such as Holland, Austria, Italy, Germany and England. He 
has taught at the Schola Cantorum in Basle, the Royal College of Music in London and given master classes and 
music courses worldwide.

In 2007 Nigel goes to Verona to judge the international singing competition taking place to celebrate 
the 400th anniversary of the first performance of Monteverdi’s Orfeo at the Ducal Palace in Mantua on 24th 
February 1607.
